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Method: The research relied on the

Results: The trend towards reducing family

size in Anbar Governorate appears clear in
the future. However, it is not similar to its
counterpart in developed countries. Rather,
the trend is towards families with a size of (5-6) children, who prefer the
countryside, at a rate of (42.9%) of the total families in the countryside, compared
to (41.4%) of the total urban families who prefer (3-4).) children.

Conclusion: The average family size for the year 2031 throughout the governorate
will decrease to (7.1) individuals in 2031, after it was (7.6) in 2021, and it will
decrease in urban areas to (6.8) individuals in 2031, after it was (7.2) individuals. It
is expected It will also decrease in the countryside to (7.3) individuals, after it was
(8) individuals for the year 2021.
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Map 1: Shows the study area, where Anbar Governorate is located in the western
part of central Irag. Anbar Governorate is one of the largest governorates in Iraq in

terms of area, as its area is (138,288) km2, and it constitutes (31.8%) of Iraq’s area
of (435,052) kmz2.
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Table (1), which divided the desire for the preferred number into five levels for
urban families, shows that the highest percentage was 41.4% for the desired
number of children (3-4), followed by the number (5-6) at a percentage of 32.3%,
and (23.2%) came from urban residents who prefer (1-2) children throughout their
married life, and the lowest percentage was 3.1% for the preferred number (7-8),
and no percentage was recorded for the preferred number of 9 or more.
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In Table (2) and Figure (1), it is noted that the change in the growth rate of the
average family size in Anbar Governorate for the period (1997-2021) was a
negative change for all districts at the urban level, which is an indicator of the
future trend of family size. Which will decrease in all districts at varying levels in
urban areas, with the expectation that economic, social, demographic and political
indicators will remain as they are.
