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Abstract:

Objectives: Identify the obstacles to
children’s creativity in Saudi society - what
creativity is - the obstacles that the child
acquires from the school and family
environment, and from the group of friends,
which limit his creative thinking, and come
up with a set of suggestions that contribute
to enhancing the child’s creativity.
Methodology: The study is descriptive and
analytical. The sample social survey
approach was used, and the questionnaire
tool was used on a sample of (101)
individuals.

Results: The most important conclusions of
the study were based on the presence of
many personal obstacles specific to the
child, such as: (fear and shyness, limited
experience, and getting used to wrong
practices), and family obstacles, such as:
(lack of encouragement to take advantage
of leisure time, practicing criticism,

reprimanding, and punishing, neglect). Excess within the family...), and school
obstacles, such as: (weak teacher encouragement, weak technological means, weak
teacher pedagogical capabilities) that affect the development of creative thinking in

the child..
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Table 1. Shows the characteristics of this research sample, in terms of: (gender,
age, number of children, educational level, marital status, residence).
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The data in Table 2 indicate that the nature of creativity is formed in: making use of
the surrounding skills and knowledge to form a unique idea at a rate of 91.9%,
followed by inventing a non-existent idea at a rate of 83.17%, then looking at
things in an unconventional way at a rate of 80.20%, followed by scientific
thinking in solving the problem at a rate of 79.21%, and finally applying unfamiliar
ideas to suit reality at a rate of 71.29% of the total sample.
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The data in Table 3 indicate that the child-related personal obstacles are as follows:
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habituation to certain practices at 71.29%, then fear and shyness of being exposed to
mistakes at 70.30%,
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The data in 4 table indicate that the obstacles to creativity that the child acquires through
family upbringing are as follows: lack of encouragement to benefit from free time at a rate
of 77.23%, followed by the constant practice of criticism, reprimand and severe
punishment, and comparing the child to other children at a rate of 75.25%, then excessive
neglect at a rate of 74.26%, followed by prevention from practicing the child’s desired
hobbies at a rate of 72.28%.
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The data in Table 5 indicate that the obstacles to creativity that the child acquires from the
school environment are as follows: weak encouragement by teachers to unleash creativity
skills and the school administration’s lack of encouragement to implement creative
thinking activities at a rate of 76.24%, then the lack of necessary material materials at
73.27%.
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The data in Table 6 indicate that the obstacles to creativity that a child acquires through a
group of friends are as follows: focusing with friends on playing electronic games at the
expense of promoting creative practices, weak promotion of positive values among friends
at a rate of 69.31%, followed by lack of respect for creative ideas among friends at a rate of
67.33%.
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The data in Table 7 indicate that the obstacles to creativity that a child acquires through
addiction to electronic games are as follows: lack of communication with family members
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and society at a rate of 77.23%, then the acquisition of harmful and deviant behaviors at a
rate of 73.27%, followed by focusing on the social networking program and temporary
relationships, followed by wasting time on the Internet and not exploiting it in a beneficial
way at a rate of 70.30%.

The data in Table 8 indicate that the family’s proposals to enhance creative
thinking are as follows: providing children with the opportunity to express their
opinions and ideas at a rate of 95.05%, strengthening family ties and adopting
dialogue and discussion as methods of upbringing within families at a rate of
95.05%, followed by children getting used to flexibility in ideas and early training
in educating the child and managing his thinking at a rate of 90.10%.
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The data in Table 9 indicate that the school-specific solutions and suggestions are as
follows: preparing the school climate to encourage creativity at a rate of 92.08%, followed
by using stimulating and encouraging teaching methods for creativity, providing the
creative child with the opportunity to express his achievements, honoring and promoting
creative children in school events and activities, and adopting educational curricula that
develop creative thinking at a rate of 89.11%.
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Table 10 data indicates that the solutions and suggestions of social institutions are as
follows: encouraging the child community to participate in creative and artistic activities
such as workshops and exhibitions at 98.02%, followed by supporting innovation by

providing an environment that encourages innovation and providing the necessary
resources and technology at 91.09%.
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
